SNOW REMOVAL ISSUES
1. Most residents do not have driveways, except in the alleys.

2. People will not park in the alley during a snow storm, because they know they will not be able to get out and go to work, since the City does not remove snow in the alleys.

3. Too many cars parked on the narrow streets.

4. The trash collection equipment/trucks, must be too large to fit through alleys that are not cleaned side to side, since they do not pick up trash when they consider the alleys to be “impassable.” No pick up for 2-3 weeks after Christmas this past year.
5. OPD does not spend much time ticketing abandoned vehicles, which would enable them to tow those cars if they are not moved. Lack of enforcement. Inadequate police budget for towing abandoned vehicles. No incentive to tow cars.
6. Reports to the Mayor’s Hotline regarding cars that need ticketed and towed, are sometimes not responded to at all (I have reported the same car twice and it has not been ticketed). The car has been sitting on the curb, unmoved, since Thanksgiving. As of 5-21-10, it is still unticketed or moved.

7. Lack of snow removal affects other city services, ie: trash removal.

8. Many elderly residents in HP neighborhood can not get out and to the top of the hill (32nd Ave.) where the street has been plowed, to get medicines, groceries and receive medical treatment.

9. Option for alternate side parking odd/even days to aide in snow removal.

10. City equipment is too large to effectively clear narrow streets.

11. Plow snow to center of street on Center St.

12. Move all parking to the east side of the street, because all fire hydrants are on the west side. Move E-W to sides opposite of fire hydrants.

13. Conditions of the alleys are poor and will discourage private contractors from plowing, due to equipment/blade damage.

14. What are the self-funded improvement requirements that the City has?
15. Does Deffenbaugh offer any type of incentive/grant match program for alley improvements?
16. When OPPD came through and put in new poles, they just cut off the old  poles and left the old “stumps”. What is utility responsibility for removing & patching.
17. Need to plow side streets between 9-4 when most people are not home.

18. Plow snow in one direction (ie: to Oak St.), then use front end loaders on streets that could be “closed off” temporarily-like a street that has no driveways or minimal driveways.

19. Identify neighborhood “dump zones” (like Hanscom Park and dead end streets).
20. What to do with snow on dead end streets.

21. Identify non-driveable alleys and identify on map.

22. Examine Private-Public partnerships for improvements.

23. Incomplete plowing of Hanscom Blvd.
24. Snow emergencies are not announced well-too short of notice to move cars.
25. Need to put out sand barrels on hills and intersections where cars must stop before  proceeding up hill.
